Policy of the Week:
Smoking in Booths

The Market has a ban on cigarette
smoking by vendors in their booths.
In an effort to maintain the respectful
working environment we have cre-
ated, vendors must step away from
their booths to smoke. One’s health
and sales can be being seriously af-
fected by cigarette smoke. In the close
environment that we share, when
booths are only feet away from each
other, we must work at being consid-
erate with one another. The Market
is a place where we are encouraged
to celebrate our artistry in our own
storefront. We are expected to be ex-
traordinary and eccentric. However,
smoking does not fit in this category.
There are no smoking areas at the
Saturday Market. If you must smoke,
please step out of the market area.

Tuesday Market costs $5 + 10% for
an 8x8 space. Tuesday Market has
a separate point system that is not
related to Park Blocks or Holiday
Market points.

New Locally Made Tote
Bags Available

The Market has found a source
for locally made canvas bags that are
then printed (also locally, by Market
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member Diane McWhorter) with
the “I Buy Local”/Market Basket
logo. They look similar to the inex-
pensive cloth bags we have been sell-
ing, but are much sturdier.

The new bags are $3.50 each or 3
for $10. Some of the old cloth bags are
still available at $2.50 each. We also
have larger canvas totes for $10 each.
Along with purchasing them for your
own use, many folks are buying the
smaller totes to give to customers who
make large purchases as a bonus. Its a
great way to get our Market name out
and about in the community!
