When
you introduce a new product at your
booth that is a different kind of
product than what you've been sell-
ing, you need to get that product ap-
proved This means that if, for exam-
ple, you make clothing and decide to
sell jewelry as well, or make candles
and decide to sell soaps, you need to
be approved for the new products. If
you introduce new designs into your
existing product line, you don’t need
